-Empty tomb  Mt 28, Mk 16, Lk 24 and 25, John 20-21, Acts1, 9 and Rev. 1 

- Massive stone moved 

- Broken Roman seal and fleeing guards 

- Empty grave clothes and the folded napkin 

- Jesus appears to over 500 eyewitnesses 

- Disciples who fled in fear before the resurrection, stand boldly and speak with 

authority after the resurrection, with many of them suffering a martyrs death 

- Changing lives even today: Unlike many man-made or self help programs ,the 

resurrected Jesus can changes lives of those who are born again.
