Malachi 3:8 Will a man rob God?

In Genesis 4:1-8 we celebrate Able for
obediently bringing the first fruits of his labor as an offer-
ing unto God.

Cain was being greedy, disobedient, and an unfaithful
steward of the things God had blessed him with.

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What Are Your Rights? You have the right to....

1. You have the right to bring your Bible or wear a
Christian T-shirt to public school: No federal law prohib-
its students from bringing a Bible to school. If your school al-
lows T-shirts with writing on them to be worn in school they
cannot legally prohibit T-shirts with Christian messages.

2.You have the right to share your faith at school during
free time: The rights of free speech and expression do not end
at the school gates. You have the same right to speak about Je-
sus that others have to speak about their favorite football team.
Evangelism is first amendment right.

3. You have the right to express your religious beliefs
during the school day: Students have the right to pray over
their meals, read their Bibles during free time, and even meet to
study the Bible.

4. You have the right to have a Bible Club on campus:
Schools that receive federal money and allow extracurricular
clubs to meet on campus must allow Bible Clubs and prayer
groups to meet on campus during non-instructional time. A Bi-
ble club in your school must have the same rights as any other
club.

5. You have the right to advertise your Bible Club on

campus: A Bible club is allowed to use the PA system, bulletin
boards, newspaper, and participate in any club fairs. Anything
that another club can use, a Bible club or prayer group can use.

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Church Etiquette

“..that thou mayest know how thou oughtest to behave thyself in the house of God, which is the church
of the living God...” I Timothy 3:15

Over the last few weeks I have been approached about distractions and disruptions taking place during the ser-
vices. Then during our 5th Sunday Night Service the Youth Group brought up some interesting points about how
we are to act in church. I also understand that some people did not grow up in church and that "Church Etiquette"
may not be something everyone is familiar with. So while the Youth Groups "TPOD Message" and the Men's Group
study of I Timothy is still fresh in our minds, I thought it might be a good time for us to reflect on proper "Church
Etiquette" or as Paul wrote to Timothy "But if I tarry long, that thou mayest know how thou oughtest to behave thy-
self in the house of God, which is the church of the living God, the pillar and ground of the truth"”

The use of proper church etiquette shows that we respect God, the others who have come together to worship as
well as the person leading the service. When everyone (adults or children) are following proper church etiquette it
helps everyone in attendance enjoy the service, hear and learn the message being taught.

- Remember the church is set aside as a place of worship, it is not a gymnasium, play ground, or study hall.
- Be on time

- If you arrive once service is started and we are singing please enter quietly and be seated and join in the song. If
someone comes in late and does not know what page of the hymnal or study text we are on others are ask to kindly
share with the new arrival where we are.

- If you arrive and we are praying please do not open the door until the prayer is completed. If already entering the
building and it is noticed that prayer is in progress we ask that you stop bow your head and stand quietly until the
prayer is complete

- Turn off your cell phone and any other electronic devices

- Dress appropriately for the service: We should offer to Christ our best to include the manner in which we dress.
Modesty is the rule: we should dress in a modest way not in a proactive, alluring, or flashy way which draws atten-
tion to us.

- Do not bring food or drink into the sanctuary as this can be distracting and could cause a mess

- If a child did eat something during the service, parents should clean up any crumbs or mess before leaving the
church

- At the conclusion of Sunday School, Worship, or Fellowship Dinners please be sure to help clean up around your
area.

- Please do not carry on conversations, pass notes, allow children to play with noise making toys during the service
- Please do not allow children to play on the stairs

- Children should remain quiet during services. If a child starts to cry or becomes vocal, the child should be
promptly taken to the nursery until they have settled down or service is over. -Remember what you permit a child
to do while they are little will establish a pattern of behavior as they grow up. A child's behavior reflects your atti-
tude toward others.

- Please use the restroom or get a drink before coming to church, immediately upon arrival, between Sunday School
and Worship, or during the "handshaking time" before preaching starts. Our services are not lengthy therefore you
should not need to get a drink of water during the service.

- Please refrain from moving around during the Service-
- If at all possible, please do not leave during the service

-Lastly, remember this is a place of worship, where God is to be the audience, the object of our attention, praise,
adoration, thanksgiving and our worship. Please do not do anything that takes away from the Lord.
